August, 17, 2009

On July 24, our legislators left Sacramento for a little rest and relax-
ation, but not before handing Californians a revised budget that does
not reflect the desires and priorities of the majority of the people.

This harmful budget erodes the California dream of a thriving society
and a better future for our children. The League of Women Voters of
California urges you to tell your legislator Californians deserve bet-
ter.

The blame for the failure of our finance system rests partly on the re-
quirement of a two-thirds vote to pass the budget or raise revenues. The
two-thirds requirement gives a minority the power to dictate terms to
the majority by forcing budget stalemates that lead to partisan bicker-
ing, and opportunities for “budget blackmail” demands by swing-vote
legislators.

The result?

While the legislature was on vacation, painful cuts were beginning to
have severe impacts on the most vulnerable Californians:

* Cuts to welfare, health care, and in-home services for the disabled
and elderly are leaving families without the care they rely on in hard
economic times

There are bills in the legislature right now that would reform
the two-thirds vote requirement but are stuck in committee.

Withoutreform, we will continue
the constant,draining budgetbattles, leave systemic problems unsolved,
and shatter the California dream. Together we can make democracy
work —please contact your legislator now.

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Update from State League

Redistricting by Commission

We (LWVC) are busy making plans to educate
League members and the public about implement-
ing Proposition 11, the 2008 initiative that requires
an independent citizen commission to draw district
lines for the Assembly, Senate and Board of Equal-
ization. Draft regulations to govern the process of
commission selection will be posted soon at www.

bsa.ca.gov/redistricting.

The League and other redistricting advocates offered
suggestions about the regulations and will comment
on the proposals. Applications for the commission
will be due in late 2009 and early 2010. We hope your
League will join in the critical effort to encourage a
diverse group of qualified applicants.

At its July meeting, the LWVC board agreed to par-
ticipate in a proposed collaboration of organizations
that would create materials to educate the public on
the importance of redistricting and of applying for
the commission.

The LWVC also plans to submit applications for
funding to the James Irvine Foundation, which has
circulated requests for proposals for two phases of
redistricting outreach. The first phase will focus on
encouraging qualified community members to apply
to serve on the redistricting commission. The second
phase will center on monitoring the commission’s
work and encouraging community members to give
input to the commission about public representa-
tion.

There will be a session on Redistricting at the State
League Workshop our League is hosting.
